Eligibility: 	To be eligible for the scholarship, a student must meet the following requirements:

1.	Plan to attend an accredited school of higher learning.

2.	Must show academic promise.

3.	Must show service to community and school.

4.	Must show financial need.

5.	Be willing to attend an interview if requested.


The final decision on candidates will be made by the St. Edward Education Association.


An alternate will be selected in the event the winner does not pursue his/her educational plans.

The following list is what the scholarship committee expects to see in any application; 
*No typos or major errors in text or format.
*Correct punctuation and grammar
*Fluency – It should read smoothly
*Sincerity – be personal and honest
*Manners – be humble and polite and always indicate a grateful attitude toward being considered for any scholarship.  Thank you goes a long way.

Suggestions:
*Complete the entire application
Put some time and thoughtful effort into your paragraph.
*Review the judges’ sheets for the application.
*Have someone proof read it for any errors.
*Read it out loud to yourself to check content and fluency.

The SEEA scholarship committee has agreed to review the candidates separately.  The students will be ranked in the order each one of us feel is the most deserving of the scholarship.  Then, the committee will meet as a group and look at the rankings, commonalities and the comments we have made for each applicant.  From there, we will decide as a group who will receive the scholarship unless we feel that interviews are necessary.
